Safeguards PACT Groups are for:
e Families who have been impacted by sexual abuse
e Youth who are survivors of sexual abuse

e Siblings of survivors of sexual abuse

Group Intervention and Support Includes:
e Education about abuse and sexuality
e Addressing the impact of abuse on the family
e Safety planning

e Establishment of positive coping styles and behavior patterns
